How to Cite APA Style

Traditional Resources:
Books:
When citing entire books, begin with the author or editor’s name, if available.  Then include the year of publication in parentheses.  Next, include the name of the book in italics, and then the place of publication and the publisher.

Articles:
Begin with the author’s name and then include the date of the publication in parentheses.  Next, include the name of the article and then the name of the source (the periodical or reference book title) in italics.  Finally, include the volume or section numbers, issue number (for journal articles) and page numbers.

Electronic resources:
When citing electronic resources, give the same information as you would when citing a print resource.  Then include the date you retrieved the material. For library databases give either the name of the database or the url, for materials from the internet give the url for the specific article or document.  Include a DOI (digital object identifier) if available.  Note that depending on how you accessed the resource online, it is cited differently.  
Electronic book from netlibrary:

Use Available From for electronic books that must be purchased, such as a NetLibrary subscription.

Article from a GALILEO database:
When citing electronic material that you accessed through GALILEO, include date you accessed the material and the name of the database within GALILEO that you used to retrieve the article.

Use the following example as a guide when citing a magazine, journal, or newspaper article that you accessed directly online (without going through GALILEO or another library resource). Include the url for the specific document or article if possible.

Entire website:

When you are referring to an entire website and not a specific document on a website, you do not need to include the site in your reference list.  Instead, include the url within the text of your paper, as shown below.
