Traditional Resources:
Books:
When citing entire books, begin with the author or editor’s name, if available.  Then include the name of the book underlined.  Next include the place of publication, the publisher, and the year.

Articles:
Begin with the author’s name.  Then include the name of the article in quotation marks, the name of the source (the periodical or reference book title) underlined.  For articles from reference books, include the publication information as you would for a book (shown above).  For periodical articles, include the date, page numbers, and volume or section numbers, where appropriate.

Electronic resources:
When citing electronic resources, give the same information as you would when citing a print resource.  Then include the date you accessed the material and the website address.  Note that depending on how you accessed the resource online, it is cited differently.  Provide as much information as you can find, as not all websites provide all the information needed for citations.

Article from a GALILEO database:
When citing electronic material that a library subscribes to, include the name of the database underlined and the name of the vendor (if available) before the date you accessed the material.
